Appeal of a Decision 

Only individuals, corporations and public bodies may appeal decisions in respect of 
applications for minor variance to the Ontario Land Tribunal. A notice of appeal may 
not be filed by an unincorporated association or group. However, a notice of appeal 
may be filed in the name of an individual who is a member of the association or 
group. 

The applicant, the Minister or any other person or public body who has an interest 
in this matter may within 20 days of the making of the decision appeal to the 
Tribunal against the decision of the Committee by filing with the secretary-treasurer 
of the Committee a notice of appeal setting out the objection to the decision and 
the reasons in support of the objection accompanied by payment to the secretary-
treasurer of the fee prescribed by the Ontario Land Tribunal as payable on an 
appeal from a committee of adjustment to the Tribunal. 

The secretary-treasurer of a committee, upon receipt of a notice of appeal filed 
under subsection (12), shall forthwith forward the notice of appeal and the amount 
of the fee mentioned in subsection (12) to the Tribunal by registered mail together 
with all papers and documents filed with the committee of adjustment relating to 
the matter appealed from and such other documents and papers as may be 
required by the Tribunal.
